	The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed.   Cllr Pell expressed his dissatisfaction with the budget.  Cllr Pell explained that he is upset about Hastingleigh PCC not gaining anything in the next financial year, it was agreed that the amount the church receive will be reviewed in the next budget with the intention to increase the amount given.  Cllr Pell is also upset about the cost of cutting the playing field, it was agreed that three tenders would be sought for the grass cutting contract in good time for next years budget.  Cllr Pell agreed that he would get the tenders before the budget is set in November 2007.  Cllr Pell also wishes for Elmsted Parish Council to be approached about contributing towards the cutting of the grass on the playing field and contributing more towards the cost of a firework display.  It was agreed that the Clerk would write to Elmsted Parish Council about these issues.  Cllr Pell also asked that the concurrent functions grant be minuted separately as being used to pay for the hall contribution, mowing of the field and donation towards the cot of cutting the churchyard grass.
