Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising

The Footpath Warden has reported that the footpath to the church is in the right place.  One of the stiles has been damaged and the Footpath Warden is to be asked to find out whose responsibility it is to replace the stile.

As far as the streetlights are concerned, Mr Honey had said, “These are owned by ABC but maintained by KCC. If the issue is merely replacing bulbs, that is for KCC. If it requires the replacement of the columns, that would be for ABC. I suspect if complete replacement of the columns is required rather than replacement of the bulbs, it would not be viable to do merely for light/energy reasons. I also suspect it would simply be uneconomic to get someone out to check what is required and therefore whose responsibility it is.”
