Electricity Sub-station

EDF plan to change the location of transformers on overhead wires to ground level as they currently go over the cricket field and this is seen to be a breach if health and safety.  They will pay a way-leave of £60 per annum and the sub-station they require put in is about 2m square.  The owner of the cricket field has agreed that it could go in the field and the Parish Council have been approached about putting it on the green opposite the pond.  The Parish Council agreed that they would prefer that the substation be put on the cricket field.

War Memorial

It was agreed that the War Memorial railings would be painted on the weekend of 26th May.  A working party of Hastingleigh Councillors and Cllrs Fox and Castle from Elmsted would be involved.
